Use as an exit ticket or opener.

What did someone choose in this chapter? Was it free?

Use especially near the door sequence.

+ CHARACTER

Have you ever seen something true and explained it away? What happened?

Use after LUMA-3 reset or Rafael's hesitation.

& NOTICING
What stayed warm?

Use at the very end.
